Theme Scripture: Ephesians 4:12–13 (AMP) 

 

Adapt this installation to include the officers you have in your ministry. Flowers to be used are 

aster, alstroemeria, hydrangea, anemone, delphinium, bouvardia, carnation, sweet pea, 

sunflower, daffodil, amaryllis, heather, lily, orchid. (Biblical references on flowers can be found 

at www.flower-choice.com/flowermeanings.asp. Flowers chosen may be live, artificial, or 

printed on card stock.) 

 

Invite officers to come up front while song leader sings “Give Me My Flowers” (James 

Cleveland). When they are gathered, invite a woman or girl to read the theme Scripture. 

 

A charge to the officers: Women of God, you have been equipped by God with his knowledge 

to empower women and girls to use their gifts, talents, and skills to do the work of ministry to 

serve God and each other. 

 

President: By God’s design, you have been uniquely equipped as a leader to plan, to effectively 

preside at meetings, and to render service with great strength, patience, spiritual grace, and 

dignity. Therefore we present to you the aster, which represents patience and God’s love flowing 

through you to all the officers. 

 

Secretary: You are uniquely equipped with the special gift of scribing. To enhance your spirit, 

we present to you this gorgeous hardy alstroemeria. Its various hues mingle into cohesive beauty, 

representing friendship, communication, commitment, and a caring spirit. 

 

Treasurer: You have been uniquely empowered to serve through your beautiful spirit of honesty 

and integrity. Therefore we present to you this beautiful globe-shaped hydrangea blossom, which 

symbolizes strength of character. 

 

Personal Development Ministries Coordinator: You have been uniquely created to serve God 

through the use of your spiritual commitment to Christ. Therefore we present to you this 

beautiful anemone. This flower is designed to massage the air, bringing a quiet beauty and calm 

to its environment.
